Williamson Production Branches Out! 

��� �� ���he first three months of 2009 
have flown by quickly for us, as 
we’re sure they have for you. 
 

We started this year with a rather empty 
calendar for the upcoming months, 
resulting in lots of questions and doubt on 
our part as to whether or not we really 
were where God wanted us to be. 
 
We had taken on part-time jobs over the 
holiday months to help “make ends meet,” 
but neither of us was feeling as though 
God wanted us to continue doing that.  
While it was only part-time, it was keeping 
us out of the office and taking time away 
from marketing efforts. 
 
With the advice of some good 
friends and mentors, we made 
the decision to branch out into 
the secular realm - specifically 
libraries and preschools.  One 
friend told us that “God wants 
you in ministry, but He also 
wants you to pay your bills.”   
 
So we took another literal step 
of faith, launched a new division 
of Williamson Productions, and 
began some new marketing 
efforts.   
 

The response - specifically from the 
preschool market - has been over-
whelming and encouraging.  Within a 
three-week period in February, we 
booked over 60 programs that will take 
place during the rest of this year, the 
majority of them being preschools. 
 
But, what has been even more encour-
aging than booking the preschools has 
been the organizations that have been 
contacting us for ministry events.  We 
can definitely see God’s hand in 
opening these doors for us. 
 
Our heart and passion remains first and 
foremost in ministry - being able to tell 
others about what Jesus Christ has 

done for them and how 
much God loves them.  We 
don’t know what doors God 
will open as a result of 
performing for these young 
children in preschools.  But 
God knows - and that’s what 
matters.   
 
So far this year, we have 
performed for 36 events.  Of 
that number, 20 were pre-
schools and 5 were birthday 
parties.   Nine of those

The Lesson I Learned from Dash the Dove  
by Gayle Williamson 

��� �� ���avid and I own two doves, Dot 
and Dash.  Dot, the female of 
the pair, performs regularly with 

us, while Dash, the male, most often 
stays home.  While he will perform with 
us on occasion, his behavior can be un-
predictable, and we can’t always tell if he 
will behave or take off flying as he has 
done in the past.  Dot, on the other hand, 
has become a consistently well-behaved 
performer, so we enjoy bringing her with 
us. 
 
Another reason that Dash is often not 
included in our programs is that he is a 
very NOISY bird.  His coo is not one of 
those soft lilting coos that you might hear 
from a morning dove.  Rather, his coo is 
one of loud urgency and annoyance, as if 
his needs aren’t being immediately met 
to his own satisfaction.  He is a tireless 
bird and can coo for rather extended pe-
riods of time.  He can begin his cooing at 
any time and any place, regardless of 
whether he is at home or backstage be-
hind our curtains during a performance.  In other 
words, he likes to make his presence known, whether 
it is welcomed or not.  Dot can be vocal at times, but 
she is much quieter and only coos for a minute here 
and there. 
 
Most mornings when I go downstairs to have my quiet 
time, Dash will begin his cooing.  As always, it is a 
very loud sound that goes on and on and on - the 
same sound over and over and over again.  It can 
quickly become VERY annoying, and all I can do is to 
ignore it as best I can and try to concentrate on the 
Scripture passage I am reading.   
 
Every once in a while, his coo is different, and it 
catches my attention - probably because it was differ-
ent from what I have grown used to hearing.  I listen 
for a moment to make sure he is okay, and then when 
he starts back up, I tune him out again. 
 
One morning very early this year, I was having my 
quiet time, and I heard Dash begin his cooing.  My first 

thought was to become annoyed, but then 
my mind began to go another direction.  I 
began to wonder if this isn’t sometimes 
how my prayer life can seem to God.   
 
I want to get God’s attention, so I try by 
being loud, and, if that doesn’t work, I then 
become repetitious.  I say the same things 
over and over and over again.  I get to the 
point where there really isn’t much meaning 
in what I am saying.  It has just become a 
loud, repetitious noise. 
 
I wondered what it would be like if God re-
sponded to me the way that I respond to 
Dash.  What if God just got tired of my 
“noise” and tuned me out until I made a 
“noise” that was different enough that it 
caught His attention? 
 
Of course, God is not like that, but what if I 
saw my prayer life as something that was 
simply a reflex action - which is what 
Dash’s cooing truly is.  There really isn’t 
any meaning or purpose to his cooing.  It is 

just what he does.  Is there meaning and purpose to my 
prayer life?  Or do my prayers just come across to God 
like some incessant noise that He wishes would just stop. 
 
I honestly don’t think that God ever becomes annoyed 
with His children when they call out to Him, regardless of 
how they do it.  I’m sure that He would prefer that we 
talked to Him from our hearts, and, most of all, listened in 
return to hear His voice speaking back to us. 
 
Dash can still get very annoying to listen to.  I don’t know 
where he gets the energy to make so much noise for so 
long during the day, but he is a creature made by God’s 
hands.  And he has reminded me of something important 
about God’s character.  God loves each of us so much, 
and as our “Abba (Daddy) Father,” He wants to hear from 
us - our concerns, worries, hopes and, most of all, praise.  
I’m mindful now of how my prayers to God might sound to 
Him.  Am I being “loud and obnoxious,” or is my heart 
truly opened up to Him - to speak and to listen?

ily, all of which fully believe they are 
doing us a favor.  Although we’ve had 
nothing but spiritual and emotional 
support from those family and friends 
that have surrounded us, the half-
truths can still seep in through the 
cracks.
